Requirements: 

The Title I law, No Child Left Behind, requires each school receiving Title I 

funds to include meaningful parent input in the decisions regarding how parent 

involvement funds will be used to increase parent involvement at the local 

school. 

Each school must distribute a copy of the District’s Parent Involvement Policy to 

each parent. 

Each school must convene an annual Title I meeting (Open House, Orientation, 

or specific meeting) to inform parents of the school’s Title I services, budget, 

NCLB rights, parent involvement initiatives and to encourage parent input. 

Each school must develop a School-Parent Compact that outlines how parents, 

the entire school staff, and students will share the responsibility for improved 

student academic achievement and a Parent Involvement Policy that explains 

how the school and parents will build and develop a partnership to help children 

achieve the State’s high standards. 

A copy of the school’s Parent Involvement Policy, School-Parent Compact and 

Title I annual meeting agenda with the sign-in sheets must be submitted to the 

Title I Office. 

Each Title I school is responsible for involving parents in an annual evaluation 

and review of its parent involvement activities. 

• The SBDM Council is encouraged to approve and adopt the Parent Involvement Policy 

and School-Parent Compact. 

• Each school is encouraged to select one parent representative to serve on the District’s 

Parent Advisory Council. 

• Close collaboration with Family and Resource Youth Service Centers and the PTA is 

highly encouraged in the implementation and monitoring of parent involvement initiatives. 

• The Title I Office will monitor the use of local school Title I Parent Involvement 

Allocations.
