Compose a short story according to guidelines:
· A very small period of time may pass

· Use flashback to give any necessary background information

· Character must struggle with a decision

· We must see that both choices have consequences

· We do not need to read about the aftermath of the choice as long as we knew what would happen once the choice was made

· Story is from a single point of view, although written in 3rd person, past tense

· Add the emotions, thoughts, actions of the main character, including how he or she feels about what the other characters do

· Do not add the above for any other character

Turn short story into play according to guidelines:

· Remove the feeling and thoughts of the characters

· Include the actions of the characters

· Turn anything you want the audience to know into dialogue
